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Dr. Chelladurai specializes in organizational theory and organizational behavior in the context of sport.  Chelladurai has taught at the University of Madras in India, The University of Western Ontario in Canada, and The Ohio State University in the U.S.A. Dr. Chelladurai has authored three books, two monographs, and contributed over 90 articles to sport management literature.  He and his students have investigated leadership, decision making, and group dynamics in collegiate coaching and athletic departments; goals, priorities, and processes of intercollegiate athletics; distributive justice in collegiate athletics; commitment and satisfaction of collegiate coaches; and effectiveness of collegiate athletic departments.  
He is the former editor of the Journal of Sport Management and a current member of its Editorial Board and that of the European Sport Management Quarterly. He is a founding member of the North American Society for Sport Management (NASSM) and the European Association for Sport Management (EASM).  
Chella’s contributions have been recognized worldwide. Over the past three decades, Chella has become sport management’s “international spokesperson.” He has been invited to speak and consult on a worldwide basis, presenting at national and international conferences held in places including Canada, Chile, Cyprus, England, Finland, France, Greece, Hungary, India, Italy, Japan, Kuwait, Malaysia, Morocco, the Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Republic of South Africa, Scotland, South Korea, Spain, Sweden, Taiwan, Turkey, and the United States.

Chella has also been associated with the Olympic movement for a long time.  He is among the few international scholars offering Olympic Solidarity’s Executive Masters in Sport Organizations Management (MEMOS).  He takes the leadership role in human resource management module of the MEMOS program.  He is also a member of the Sport Commission and Scientific Board of the Olympic Council of Asia which recently organized its First Sport Congress in Kuwait City in March 2009.   

Chella currently serves on the Board of Directors of the Forum for the Scholarly Study of Intercollegiate Athletics in Higher Education which is sponsored by the National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA).  He is also the Associate Editor for the Journal of Intercollegiate Athletics issued by the Forum.

He is the first recipient of the Earle F. Zeigler Award from the North American Society for Sport Management and the first recipient of the Merit Award for Distinguished Service to Sport Management Education from the European Association of Sport Management.  He is also the first recipient of Sport Management Scholar Lifetime Achievement Award from Southern Sport Management Association, April 16, 2009.
Dr. Chelladurai obtained a B.Com., D.P.E.D., from the University of Madras; an M.A. in Physical Education from the University of Western Ontario; and an M.A.Sc. and Ph.D. in Management Science from the University of Waterloo in Canada.
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
